Tolstoy said that "it is enough for a good teacher to have only two qualities - great knowledge and a big heart."I think the task of a modern teacher is not to "bring down" the whole mass of available knowledge on the child, but to help the student in obtaining new knowledge, to develop in the child the curiosity that he is endowed with by nature, cognitive and creative interest. Therefore, first of all, I try to cultivate in every student the desire to learn, develop their talents and, of course, strive to achieve results not only in school, but also in life.

Did I make the right choice? Having worked for 18 years at school, the love for the profession, students and lessons only increases with them. And yet, how nice it is to see how children do not go, but run to classes; how they get new knowledge with great desire; how nice it is to realize that they achieve their results thanks to our professional activities. How nice it is when, after a few years, people who have already formed in their lives come to the teacher with a sense of gratitude, tell about themselves and remember their academic years. And as for the right choice, I think definitely yes. After all, a person is happy when he is happy to rush to work, misses his students during the holidays and moves forward with them.
